Stage II.   Copying of the operating system
Realization of this stage starts from the Boot Menu (Fig.1). Click the “Setup” button marked by the red circle in the screenshot below.

A dialog box, shown in the screenshot below  (Fig.2), will appear.

Click the “View” button marked by the red circle in this screenshot.  Choose the “Operating system” option in the appeared submenu. A new option box (Fig.3) for manipulations with operating systems will open.

Select the “Operating system" and click on the “Copy” button marked by the red circle in the screenshot below (Fig.4).

Click the “OK” button to start copying.  The utility begins to create a copy of the operating system. The duration of this operation (from 20 to 50 minutes) depends on your computer and on the installed software. The result of the copying is shown in the screenshot below (Fig.5).

Now, there are two identical operating systems (two complete sets of software) in your computer as shown in Fig.5.  One of these operating systems will be intended for work and other operating system will be remained as a reserve.  
The reserve operating system must be hidden temporarily: 
To perform the hide operation, select one from two operating systems and click on the “Hide-Unhide” button marked by the red circle in the screenshot in Fig.5.  The reserve operating system will be designated by the word “Hidden”   The result of this operation is shown in Fig.6.
